SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION

PURPOSE

The purpose of this scholarship program is to encourage students formerly enrolled in Needville High
School, private school or home-school, to maintain high levels of performance in the Youth Fair,
Collegiate 4-H, Collegiate FFA, FCCLA, other collegiate youth organizations, and in their college/trade
school academic work.

ELIGIBILITY
To be eligible for a scholarship a student must:

1. Beastudent in good standing in a college/university or trade school.

2. Have been a prior active member of the 4-H, FFA or FCCLA in Needville High School and/or a
member of 4-H or FFA on the collegiate level. each of the 4 years in High School, 2-years being
in the Needville School District.

Be currently attending an institution of higher education or trade/vocational school.

4. |If applicant is awarded a scholarship, all required procedures pursuant to the notification letter
must be completed prior to September 1, 2026 in order for applicant to receive funds.

5. Applicant is required to attend the Needville Youth Fair “Awards Program” on Saturday
afternoon, prior to the Youth Fair Auction.

6. Recipient must submit a written “thank you note” to the group sponsoring the scholarship
within 2-weeks of the Youth Fair.

7. Applicant may receive the Needville Youth Fair, Corp. Secondary Scholarship only 1 (one) time.

AMOUNT

Needville Youth Fair may award up to two (2) Secondary Scholarships annually with the amount to be
determined by Needyville Youth Fair Scholarship Committee dependent upon available funds.
Scholarships will be distributed in one (1) lump sum, upon paid receipt of enrollment in an institution
of higher learning. If paid receipt is unavailable, proof on full-time enroliment schedule dated after the
official university academic calendar drop-date will be acceptable. Recipient must be enrolled in no
less than 12 hours to receive distribution. Scholarships must be utilized within 6 months of
notification of award.

SELECTION

The selection of the scholarship recipients will be primarily based on the following criteria:
1. Youth Fair participation.
2. Leadership and community service in community/collegiate/civic organizations.
3. College/Trade School Academic Record (GPA). Current transcript must be provided.

Must be postmarked no later than February 28, 2026 (NO EXCEPTIONS). Application may not be hand-
delivered.
